School Safety Plan 

Comprehensive Safe School Plan

The Fresno Unified School District (FUSD) Comprehensive Safe School Plan (CSSP) provides guidance and direction to 
principals, faculty and staff who have emergency management responsibilities. The CSSP is used during all emergency 
incidents involving a FUSD School facility.

In addition to the CSSP, a safe school leadership team at each school develops a safe school plan. This plan is 
submitted to the school site council for approval prior to March 1st of each year.

Safe School Plan

The Safe School Plan includes the following key elements:

Safe School Leadership Team
The safe school leadership team is led by a campus administrator (usually the principal). The team consists of the 
Principal, the office manager, the school nurse, the campus officer (if applicable), an additional certificated employee, 
and an additional classified employee. Each person on the team is backed up by an alternate in case they are not on 
campus. This team develops the Safe School Plan at each school.

Threat Assessment Team/Student Wellness Team
This team is responsible for evaluating and mitigating threats posed by students or outside individuals. The principal, 
school nurse, school psychologists, and police officer are the members of this team.

First Aid Responders
Individuals who have been trained in cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and First Aid act as first responders at each 
campus

Student Release Team
In the event of an emergency at each campus that requires the evacuation of students from the campus, this team 
reunites the students with their parent/guardian

Strategies for improving school safety/climate 
Using district and school site data, the school plans specific strategies to minimize problems and to promote a positive 
learning environment for all of students on campus

2008 – 2009 Drill Schedule

Fire Drills are conducted once per month at the elementary and middle schools and two times per year at high schools.
Lockdown Drills are conducted three times per year at all schools. Lockdown drills are strategically planned to ensure that 
drills account for a variety of situations.

School Facility Conditions and Improvements 

Å Maintenance and Repair 

District maintenance staff ensures that the repairs necessary to keep the school in good repair and working order are completed in a timely 
manner. A work order process is used to ensure efficient service and that emergency repairs are given the highest priority. 

Å Cleaning Process and Schedule 

The district governing board has adopted cleaning standards and schedules for all schools in the district. The principal works with the 
custodial staff to develop cleaning schedules to ensure a clean and safe school. In addition, the District conducted a pilot program to 
centralize custodial services for High Schools. This process is coordinated by area coordinators and utilizes a team approach to ensure that 
consistent cleaning standards are upheld and products used.

Å Deferred Maintenance Budget 

The district participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance Program, which provides state matching funds on a dollar-for-dollar basis, 
to assist school districts with expenditures for major repair or replacement of existing school building components. Typically, this includes 
roofing, plumbing, heating, air conditioning, electrical systems, interior or exterior painting, and floor systems.

National Assessment of Educational Progress 
The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) is a nationally representative assessment of what America's 
students know and can do in various subject areas. Assessments are conducted periodically in mathematics, reading, 

science, writing, the arts, civics, economics, geography, and U.S. history. Student scores for reading and mathematics are 
reported as performance levels (i.e., basic, proficient, and advanced) and the participation of students with disabilities 
(SD) and English language learners (ELL) is reported based on three levels (identified, excluded, and assessed). Detailed 

information regarding the NAEP results for each grade, performance level, and participation rate can be found on the 
National Assessment of Educational Progress Web page at http://nces.ed.gov/nationsreportcard/. 
 

Note: Only a sample group of California's schools and districts participate in the NAEP testing cycle. Therefore, students 
in any particular school or district may not be included in these results. The NAEP reflects state test results and is not 
reflective of either the LEA or the individual school. Comparisons of student performance on the NAEP and student 

performance on the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program assessments cannot be made without an 
understanding of the key differences between the two assessment programs. For example, the NAEP only assesses 

grades four, eight and twelve and for long-term trends assesses grades nine, thirteen, and seventeen. Additionally, the 
NAEP only provides state test results for grades four and eight. The California Standards Tests (CSTs) are based on a 
different set of standards than the NAEP assessments. For example, the NAEP is not aligned with California academic 

content and achievement standards and, therefore, does not necessarily reflect the curriculum and instruction to which 
students are exposed in the classroom. The NAEP assesses reading and writing separately, while the CSTs assess 
English-language arts (ELA), encompassing reading as well as writing conventions, spelling, and grammar. Scores on the 

CSTs and other assessments are not directly comparable to those on NAEP. The averages and percentages presented 
are estimates based on samples of students rather than on entire populations. Finally, the questions students respond to 

are only a sample of the knowledge and skills covered by the NAEP frameworks. Information on the differences between 
NAEP and CST can be found on the CDE National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) Web page at 
http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/tg/nr/.
