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Grants Supporting FUSD GOALS
GOALS 3 & 5:  FUSD was awarded the Grants to Reduce Alcohol Abuse from the U.S. Department of Education.  The Curriculum Department will be using the $1,463,838 over three years to provide resources to develop and implement an alcohol abuse prevention program for all middle and high school students. FUSD has an on-going partnership with the Fresno Police Department PAL to provide LifeSkills Training at district middle schools.  The grant provides additional officers, training, and materials that allow us to expand this program to a greater number of middle school students. Services to high schools will be expanded to include counseling and dropout prevention.  High school students will also engage in advocacy activities to create a school and community climate that does not support alcohol use by teens. GOAL 5:  fusd was awarded $500,000 from the U.S. Department of Education for the Emergency Response & Crisis Management Grant.  Funds will be used to train school personnel, parents, and students in crisis response; coordinate with local emergency responders including fire and police; and coordinate with groups and organizations responsible for recovery issues, such as health and mental-health agencies. In October 2004, the District was awarded an Emergency Response & Crisis Management grant in the amount of $496,846.  This current grant ends March 31, 2006.  The new grant will enable the District to expand current preparation and training activities to ensure compliance with the National Incident Management System, and extend the program’s funding for another year (through March 31, 2007). 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In 2003 FUSD was awarded $250,000 per year for 3 years for the Arts in Education Model Development and Dissemination Grant from the U.S. Department of Education.  Teachers at participating schools, Storey, Slater, and Mayfair, participate in eight days of arts training using the California Framework for Visual and Performing Arts and grade level standards.  The art experiences are linked to language arts and ELD standards.  In addition the teachers are trained in Picturing Writing, a writing development program using students’ art as a basis for the writing production. The project has resulted in success stories from teachers who tell of students’ increased language acquisition, motivation, better behavior, and engagement in their learning.
