Preparing Students to Respond to DBQs

A Step by Step Guide
The key to student success is to scaffold and build up to a full length DBQ essay by providing many opportunities for students to interact with visual and short primary sources.  When they practice the questioning and analysis skills with shorter and less intimidating pieces, they build their skills and can then apply them successfully with more complex documents.
Step 1:

Whole Class Practice

· Individually or in group

Step 6:
· Continue to provide guided and independent practice
· Provide students opportunities to talk about documents
